Spanish I – Benchmark #1

THE TASK
Write and present a message similar to those in the magazine on pages 40 and 41 in your Realidades textbook.  You will need to describe yourself and present information so that others may know more about you. You also need to introduce another person, tell their name, describe their personality, and tell what they like to do.  
· A script must be written and submitted.  It needs to be neatly written by hand, double-spaced, on composition paper. 
· You will need to present your script in class.


CONTENT
Each student is to include the following information in the script and presentation:
· Tell the class who you are.
· State your birthday.
· Describe your personality using 3 different adjectives. 
· Identify three things you like to do and 2 things you don’t like to do.  Make sure that at least 3 of the likes and dislikes support your personality description.
· Introduce another person.  Show who they are using a photo.
· Tell 2 different personality traits of your "person". 
· Tell 2 things they like to do; or one thing they like to do and one that they do not like to do.
    		 
GUIDELINES
· You may refer to your book and notes.  All work must be done individually.  All vocabulary and grammar used must have been learned in Spanish I. 
· You may NOT use any translation websites or Apps. Any violation of these rules will be considered cheating and will result in a score of zero. 
· This benchmark is scored on the basis of 50 total points. 
· A 10% penalty will be given if the benchmark is one day late. No work will be accepted more than 1 day late.  
· This sheet must be submitted with your finished project.
